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Keeping your eyes clean

| decided to have a go at fixing the headlight wspen the Camargue. A bigger job
than expected!

Thi i thier motor situated bIW the Ieafnealight behind the bumper. '
The inner guard has been removed for access.

The white plug to the motor had been left unpeeggWhen plugged back in you
could feel the wiper arms trying to park but evienyty was obviously seized up.

Hence the reason it had been left unplugged (bloses etc)
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These are the central wheel boxes with cover rechbedind the grill above the
electric fan. The grille has been removed (Theesapart of the whole job!). You
can see it is the worst place for mud water ettis Was completely seized and would
be the first place | would start trying to freenps up. (Before going the full Monty
like 1 did). Plenty of Penetrene, oil whatever yave just start soaking.
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This is looking straight at the front of the caillgrremoved. The tube running
diagonally up to the wheel box comes from the mafothrough a drive wheel
(directly behind and connected to the front one gami see in the picture, and
continues across to operate the right hand wipEng tube running at the top of the
wheel box controls the left hand wiper. Spirits &plirs may have a slightly different
layout, as their wipers are at the bottom of thedfight not the top like the
Camargue. They may run straight along behind timeger. This would be simpler.
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There was a valuable lesson in timing to be leaasede found out later! The central
front and rear wheel boxes are directly joined amnthe cables run through a crimp
there was no obvious way to separate the leftcride from the right side drive and
there was no way to make the cables jump the ddare on this later.

Back down at the motor. Centre of picture theingtg nut has been removed from
the drive cable. The bracket around the motordoteft hand corner has one
retaining nut (out of shot).
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This is one of the wheel boxes directly behind hefhd headlight. Decided not to
touch these, as it would probably involve pullihg bther 50% of the car apart. The
little cable is the fibre optic to the dinky siderkers on the guard.

The wiper arms were loosened off so the wheel bbrémd the headlights could
spin while the drive cables were removed.

The motor ready to be pulled out complete with eligable.



The drive cables removed. Before removing thigatld have been a good (read
brilliant!) idea to mark the relationship betweée teft hand cable and the right hand
cable as they pass through the centre wheelbasg.ntit easy to explain but as one
cable feeds through the central wheelbox from dhe the other cable has to feed
through the other side. When time for reassembliagnaturally started feeding both
cables through at the same time but found whetethbeadlight cable was fully
home the right cable was sticking an extra 150nomfthe end of the motor. Take
two! Started feeding the motor cable first theraftbout 150 mm start feeding the
left headlight cable. This time too much puddin¢he other end. Take 3 feed a little
less of the motor cable through then the seconkk cdfluked it this time! This
wouldn't have been so bad if the cables had nat besstiff in the tubes. Despite the
copious amount of grease etc. the tubes that thlesceun through have some nasty
bends to negotiate. This made trial and error, tioresuming.



Cover off the wheelhouse time for some new gre&dled the circlip off gear out
etc taking note of thrust washers etc.

Exploded view of motor! Brushes look new (at endbloie and red wires). Evidence
of water in bottom of motor no evidence of greasend bush! Care needs to be
taken on reassembly to move brushes out of the B#&yng magnet tries to suck

everything together.



Cables all washed in petrol blown clean with ain gwerything soaked in new grease.
Motor bench tested (runs like new)

More copious amounts of grease. Final result fiethird time the cables were
threaded through to the headlight wheelboxesla jiggling to get everything home.
Motor bolted back on tested and parked, wiper digiened up in park position
reassembly of grille inner guard etc etc etc. Bbbpnever use them but at least they

work!
